Detailed explanation of mini-mass starts at the 3rd and 4th changeovers.
         If the relay was to progress as normal in that each team passes the baton (or in our case the electronic timer chip) over to their next leg runners then some of the slower teams would find themselves finishing in the dark. 
             To ensure that each team finishes in daylight we will have mass starts at the final 2 changeovers i.e. Summit and Whitworth ( leg 4 and leg 5 runners)
             If your leg 3 runners have not arrived at the changeover at Summit by 1.30pm  then your leg 4 runners will be issued with a new timer chip and set off.
             Similiarly if your leg 4 runners have not arrived at the changeover at Whitworth by 2.30pm  then your leg 5 runners will be issued with a new timer chip and set off.
             The incoming runners who have no one to hand over to as they have failed to reach the changeover by the mass start cut off times and their team mates have therefore been set off will hand over their timer chip to the marshals at the changeover.
            The times are worked out from the original timer chip and the new ones issued to the teams set of in the mass starts. 
Simple !
